e It was discussed the parking at the triangle area continues to be prove problematic. An
Capital Funding application has been submitted on behalf of the Parish Council to look at
ways in which this can be improved. It was also noted, that some cars were using the
grassed area of the triangle to park, due to lack of spaces. It was suggested that further
bollards need to be installed to prevent damage to the area. County Councillor Edge to
inquire on time line for the results of the capital funding application.
