DRAFT MINUTES

MINUTES OF BOTTISHAM PARISH COUNCIL MEETING 11/13

Held on Monday 2nd December 2013 in the Poppy Room at the Royal British Legion commencing 7.30pm

PRESENT:

Cllr Bryant – Chair.  Cllr’s Aronson, Easthope, Hall, Heider, O’Dell, Ogborn and White.  District Cllr Ellis and Stevens and County Cllr Shuter also attended for part of the meeting

MINUTES OF LAST MEETING:

MATTERS ARISING:
a)  Street Lighting
Cllr Bryant reported that the street lighting for the High Street had now been agreed with Balfour Beatty.  They will be writing to residents in due course and work is due to start in March.  They seem to have overlooked Lode Road as work had not been completed there and they said that they will try to ensure that this is done at the same time.

b)  Maintenance of footpath around moat
We have been having on-going correspondence with David Wilson Homes regarding the footpath around the moat as Parish Council are not convinced that maintenance work has been completed and we have asked for a meeting on site.

c)  S106 Working Party
We had  to cancel the planned meeting as East Cambs were running Code of Conduct training the same evening.  The Clerk will rearrange with Cllr Heider.

d)  Kissing gate at Ancient Meadows
Cllr Bryant has been trying to speak with John Green but has been unable to make contact with him.

e)  Bus stop on High Street
A resident had asked about having a bus stop sign erected on the High Street near to the restaurant.  This was an official stop but there was no sign present and as cars were parking here the bus was not always stopping.  The Clerk had contacted the 
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County Council who had agreed to put a sign up.  They sent a plan of the location where the bus stop sign would be placed.  Cllr Bryant had been concerned that this was on a slight bend in the road and would be better placed further back closer to the church.  They will be looking into this and we expect the sign to be put up shortly.

f)  Red2Green

Red2Green had not replanted the flowerbeds by the village sign.  Cllr Bryant has a meeting with them this week to discuss the budget and what we want from them for next year.

162.  REPORTS FROM COUNTY AND DISTRICT COUNCLLORS:

County

C/Cllr Shuter reported that the MBT plant is now up and running.  The County are looking at their budget for next year.  One area where savings will have to be made is on winter gritting.  By reorganising routes they expect to achieve a 30-35% saving.  The County have to make £36 million of cuts this next financial year and will be continually looking at ways to do this.  The meeting discussed the traffic flow from the A14 to the Quy roundabout and C/Cllr Shuter will make some enquiries regarding this.

District

D/Cllr Stevens spoke about community led developments and also climate energy which helps residents improve their energy efficiency.  More details will be available in the Cresset and on the District Council website.  D/Cllr Stevens also reported that the consultation of  the local plan finished on the 15th November.  Modifications to the local plan suggested that East Cambs should increase their housing stock by 30% which has now been reduced to 15%.  The District Council feels this could be absorbed in developments at Soham and Littleport but did not propose that they should be in Bottisham or Burwell.  D/Cllr Ellis reported on a recent finance meeting that central government have now cut the budget for the Revenue Support Grant.  The recommendation from E Cambs is to reduce the funding over the next 3 years by 25% year on year.  Therefore Parish Councils will receive no grants after 4 years.  Obviously this impacts on parish councils setting their precept.  Bottisham had not, last year, included this grant as part of their precept so it will have no impact on our need to increase the precept this year.   We await notification from E Cambs on the exact figure we can expect from the grant.

D/Cllr Ellis and C/Cllr Shuter then left the meeting.

163.
CHAIRMANS REPORT:

a)  Code of Conduct Training

Cllr Bryant and Cllr Aronson attended this training update on the 26th November which they found to be useful.  Cllr Bryant asked that all cllr’s make sure that they read the Code of Conduct which the Clerk had recently sent to all and it is also on the website.  She asked the Clerk to get the new updated booklet for 2013.

b)  Community Land Trusts
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Cllr Bryant asked what Cllr’s views were after last month’s presentation.  Cllr Aronson thought it warranted further discussions.  Cllr Bryant was concerned about the Inspector of Plannings interpretation of us not wanting David Wilson Homes to build 150 houses but wanting to build our own.  Cllr O’Dell felt that a CLT would benefit the village whereas a development by David Wilson Homes would not.  Cllr Heider questioned whether you had to build houses on a CLT.  If a landowner donates land they may well want houses built there but if the Parish purchases it then it may well be different.  Cllr Ogborn does not perceive that we need more houses in Bottisham whether that is by David Wilson Homes or a CLT.  It was agreed that we would wait until after the public examination before further discussion.

c)  Traffic Calming
Mathew Belton at the County Council had been in contact; work on the traffic calming has been delayed and should begin in March.

PLANNING:
One application for 1 Tunbridge Lane had come in the last few days and had not yet been discussed by the Planning Committee.

165.
ENVIRONMENT, CHURCHYARD AND CEMETERY COMMITTEE:
Cllr Aronson went through the minutes of the last meeting which had been circulated.  Some residents had complained about leaves on the pavements.  Cllr Bryant outlined that it was resident’s responsibility to keep their paths clear.  The area outside the scout hut had been a problem but the grasscutters had cleared this when they cut the grass.  No one reported any problems in their areas of responsibility.  The brick bus shelter had now been painted and the wooden bus shelter at the bottom of Beechwood Avenue repaired.  We had asked the contractor to also repair the bus shelter on the A1303 but he received the message too late and had already completed the work we had contracted him to do but Cllr Aronson will make contact with him again.  No update on the new cemetery as Cllr Altham was not present.

BELL ROAD MASTERPLAN:
Parish Council comments had now been sent in.  Cllr Bryant had had a meeting with East Cambs this week.  She was pleased to report that E Cambs are not at all happy 
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with the application that David Wilson Homes intend to make to build 150 houses.  They will go to the examination in public to argue their case which East Cambs will fight.  If they have to provide additional housing in the district East Cambs feel this could easily be absorbed at Soham and Ely as large developments are currently taking place there.  They do agree that Bottisham does not have the infrastructure to support 150 houses but the govenerment inspector will make that decision.  East Cambs will complete the Masterplan process with or without David Wilson Homes.  They will review the Masterplan in light of comments made at the Consultation. The County Council and English Heritage had some objections to how the plans encroached on the ancient monument.  They will take these comments on board, make amendments and then send to us.  Katie Child will come to our January meeting to discuss the Masterplan which will be formally adopted by the Development and Transport Committee at their meeting in January.  A public meeting has been arranged for 16th January which Katie Child has agreed to attend.  After the public meeting it may be advisable for the Parish Council to send a letter to the Government Inspector.  We also need to check whether the Government Inspector will take representation from the village.  Cllr Bryant will take advice on this.
