
MINUTES OF BOTTISHAM PARISH COUNCIL MEETING 11/18
Held on Monday 3rd December 2018 in the Poppy Room, Bottisham Community Sports and Social Club commencing 7.30pm

PRESENT:

Cllr Ogborn – Chair.  Cllr’s Buchanan, Clarke, Jerman, Jolley, Martin and O’Dell.  D/Cllr Chaplin and D/Cllr Sharp.  C/Cllr Shuter also attended for part of the meeting.
169.
APOLOGIES:
Received from Cllr’s Bryant, Di Lorenzo, Maczkiewicz and Walton.  Cllr Buchanan commented that although Cllr Maczkiewicz is ill he is still very much involved with the Planning Working Party and also Cllr Bryant was still involved with Parish Council.

MINUTES OF LAST MEETING:
The minutes from 5th November were agreed and signed.

DECLARATION OF INTERESTS:

172.
MATTERS ARISING:

a)  Parking outside of shops
Cllr Ogborn thanked Cllr Clarke for his work on researching the car parking leases behind the shops.  It was clear that that it was a potentially difficult and complex situation and Cllr Ogborn proposed we draw a line under any further discussion around Parish Council involvement in this area.  In response to questions from other councillors, Cllr Ogborn explained the proposals from Highways about developing extra car parking on the Triangle. Highways had proposed a lay-by with potentially 4 spaces, 3 if the tree remained.  We would now need to look at this proposal again, as exploration of all other possibilities had come to nothing.  He knew that Cllr Bryant was keen to be involved and asked that we look at this again at the February meeting, which would give us the opportunity to get all the previous information together.  Cllr Jolley also commented that at the time there had been a lot of misinformation about the proposals. Cllr Ogborn agreed that if we are to go forward with this we need to involve the village in a consultation.

b)  Primary School Play Area

Cllr Bryant had now heard from Anglian Learning, who say the licence will be completed shortly.

c)  Bus stop A1303

Cllr Jolley had met with James Toombs from Highways to look at possible locations that the bus stop could be put where a hard standing area could be provided. He dismissed the area of the current bus stop in front of the farmer’s gate and suggested that the stop be placed nearer to the Wilbraham junction.  The grass verge here is wider, to accommodate a hard standing area and be more suitable for a bus shelter if so needed.  This location meant there was also a clear footpath on both sides of the road. A kerb would be put in making it easier for people to get on/off the bus.  C/Cllr Shuter confirmed that the County Council will provide a hard standing area, but the Parish Council would have to pay for a bus shelter if they felt one was needed at a later date.  It was mentioned that they might eventually consider having an island in the middle of the road to make it easier to cross.
d)  Summer Fair
The Clerk had contacted CAPALC to see how involved the Parish Council could be.  Cllr Ogborn read out their response, which in principle said we could fund an event like this and appoint a working party.  Cllr Jerman confirmed that the group are looking into sponsorship. Cllr Buchanan said the Jubilee celebrations were organised by a group without Parish Council involvement other than providing them with the funds although some parish councillors were involved as individuals.  There was a discussion about funds and Cllr Jerman said that the group wanted Parish Council to hold any monies and deal with invoices/receipts.  The Clerk had also contacted our insurer, who said that public liability insurance must come under the school, as this is their premises. The school had initially said they cannot insure the fair.  The Clerk suggested that the group contact the school again, as there may have been misunderstanding on the part of the person initially contacted.  The Clerk will also email the school to explain the position. C/Cllr Shuter confirmed that, under the Liability Act 1984, the school is responsible for what happens on site. 
Cllr Jolley proposed to Parish Council that we support the working party with banking/clerical provision and this was seconded by Cllr Buchanan, which all were in agreement with.  Parish Council have also set aside monies in the budget to make a donation to the fair.

REPORTS FROM COUNTY AND DISTRICT COUNCILLORS:
County

C/Cllr Shuter reported that the A1303 lights are all now working and the cones have been removed.  The re-surfacing work at the Quy roundabout has also been completed.  Regarding the noise from the A14, it was confirmed that Graham Hughes from Highways is in discussion with Highways England regarding this.  C/Cllr Shuter said Highways England were very slow to act on anything, but the County Council will continue to put this on their agenda.  Officers have been out to look at the flooding in Tunbridge Lane around the raised table.  They have been in discussion with the contractors.  They are currently not sure if it is a design or drainage fault and continue to look into the matter.  This is definitely a new issue and did not happen before the table was put in.  Cllr Jolley reminded C/Cllr Shuter that the Parish Council view was that the raised table was not fit for purpose, as the slope was not high enough.  C/Cllr Shuter said that if the table has to be re-built this will be considered. 

The Parish Council had been contacted by Lode Parish Council about the school bus.  There is an issue in Lode that the cut off for free transport is in the middle of the village, meaning that some families miss out which seemed unfair.  C/Cllr Shuter said this had been looked into and there was no additional funding to be able to change the current policy. There is also no appeal process, but the policy will be re-visited in 2 years time.  He agreed it was not fair but it was happening all over the County, not just in Lode and the current policy must stand as they could not start making exceptions in some cases and not others.  Cllr Ogborn asked if there was any value in us as a Parish Council responding to the Children and Young Peoples Committee, but C/Cllr Shuter said this would not get anywhere.  Cllr Jolley suggested offering support to Lode and asking them what they suggest we can do to help. Cllr Ogborn agreed and asked if there were ways to mitigate this by ensuring the lighting is adequate etc.  Cllr Clark said it was clear it was not up to us to sort this out.

The County have received £6.6M in funding for highway matters.  They are looking to ring fence some money for footpaths which often get overlooked and these will be surveyed in time.  C/Cllr Shuter said decisions will need to be made of how to allocate the funds and the criteria that will be used.  Cllr Clarke said we could start looking at the footpaths in our area, so we are ready for this when it happens to ensure we get the best outcome for Bottisham.  Cllr Jolley will get the C&GP Committee to look into this. 

District

D/Cllr Chaplin wanted to remind parish councillors about community land trusts (CLT’s) and about how this was affordable housing for local people provided by local people.  He asked Parish Council to think about this for the future.  Cllr Jolley commented that, in the local plan review, there was a site allocated to CLT’s off Bell Road.  Cllr Ogborn asked that the Planning Committee reflect on this and come forward with any suggestions.  There was also a discussion about the Piccolo Mondo restaurant as D/Cllr Chaplin reported that they had re-submitted an application for change of use.  Cllr Buchanan confirmed that we had not yet received this and it would be discussed by the Planning Committee once received.  

C/Cllr Shuter then left the meeting.

174.
CHAIRMANS REPORT:

a)  Bikeability


We had received a request from the County Council for financial support for bikeability training for the primary school. This used to be offered free of charge and was funded through a Department of Transport grant. Due to growing demand they cannot guarantee all the funding required will be available.  The training costs £40 per pupil.  Cllr Jolley thought it was disgraceful that, with all the money spent by the County Council on cycle paths throughout the County they cannot support this scheme and want to rely on Parish Councils to help with funding.  Cllr Ogborn was also concerned that we could not guarantee this would go to Bottisham pupils.  Overall it was felt that we could not support this.  Cllr Jerman said this should be centrally funded and if it wasn’t then it was expected the school could find funding through their PTA or other means.  All agreed that we would not support this.

b)  Newmarket Journal
We had received a request from the Newmarket Journal that we supply our parish notes that go into the Cresset to them also.  They are trying to build up this section in their paper.  It was agreed that we should go ahead with this.

c)  Annual grant to Cresset

We had received a request from the editor of the Cresset for the Parish Council to fund an annual grant to the Cresset to aid with ever increasing publishing costs.  Cllr Ogborn said we had no idea what the annual running costs would be we needed a better understanding of what level of funding they needed.  In principle all agreed that they wanted to support this but asked that the Clerk go back and ask what they were financially looking for so we can discuss at our next meeting.

d)  Travel to BVC

e) John Salisbury Charity
Lode Parish Council had approached us regarding the John Salisbury Charity whose trustees had recently resigned asking us to nominate 2 trustees.  They will also be appointing 2 trustees.  The income from this trust is very low but has the potential to be much better and produce something much more beneficial.  It aims to support the educational opportunities for children.  The role would involve looking at tenancy agreements and the income from these.  Cllr Clarke has some experience in this field and agreed to become involved.  It was also suggested that we ask Eddie Clark in the village. He used to be a parish councillor, worked in a bank and had applied for something similar in the past for the Local Charities Trust.

PLANNING:
As listed.  No new applications have been received.

COMMUNITY AND GENERAL PURPOSES COMMITTEE:
Cllr Jolley reported that there had not been enough members to hold the last meeting so he had dealt with the issues on the agenda with everyone through email and reported back on this.  We had a quotation to repair the gates in the cemetery for £1500 and agreed to go ahead with this.  Cllr Clarke had looked in some detail at replacing the village maps in the village.  Costs for this were between £2.5K-£4K.  The Committee had agreed this was a lot of money for something which was a low priority and felt they could not justify the expenditure currently. It was agreed we would review in a year’s time.  All agreed with this decision.  Cllr Clarke also pointed out that the maps date very quickly.  The new SID is in place.  The war graves situation seems to have been resolved and all work in the cemetery and churchyard has been completed.  We propose to continue with our grasscutters East Cambs Trading Co and will inform them in the New Year.  Cllr Di Lorenzo had suggested a mirror to enable pedestrians to cross Bell Road near the public house and be able to see on coming traffic.  The Clerk had contacted Highways regarding this and also that a resident had reported some of the side reflectors on the newly completed A1303 had come loose but has not yet had a response.  D/Cllr Sharp said Brinkley had also attempted to have a mirror but this was rejected by Highways.  The Clerk will confirm to Cllr Martin what his area of responsibility is.  ECDC have produced dog fouling signs and asked for locations where these could be put.  We have sent them a list of possible locations close to footpaths in the village.

Cllr Ogborn has spoken with Emma Grima at ECDC to understand the process for requesting ECDC to carry out a compulsory order on the land for us.  To do this we need to move a resolution that we wish East Cambs to proceed with this.  Cllr Ogborn proposed we go ahead with this, Cllr O’Dell seconded and this was agreed by all.

The Clerk explained that she had last week been informed by Cambs ACRE that they would no longer be able to offer the payroll service with immediate effect. The Clerk will now go ahead and claim the S.106 money back from ECDC for the SID’s now that work has been completed.  The bank forms to apply for internet banking are still outstanding and Cllr Ogborn will speak with Cllr Jolley regarding this.

In Cllr Di Lorenzo’s absence, Cllr Jerman proposed that full Parish Council support the Working Party in approaching ECDC regarding acquiring the public open space at Ancient Meadows.  Cllr Jerman also reported that Cllr Di Lorenzo and a resident involved with the working party will be attending the next Residents Association meeting to discuss the ‘dirt hills’ area.  The Working Party had decided to go ahead with both options rather than just opting for one and the possibility that if this didn’t go ahead we had wasted valuable time.  Cllr Jolley seconded the proposal.
